DIRT Damages Per County

+The next slide Is busy but tells an important story.

+The industry tends to track damages by ratio of damages by thousand tickets and
damages by thousand transmissions.

+By tracking this ratio monthly, we can trend each county over time to see if the ratio is
rising or falling.

+A ratio Is more accurate than straight damages because it takes into account the
volume which can vary in rate of change by county.
